1. TRAINING

Afghan German Doctors® Association (AGDA) has conducted long term Ultrasound training
courses for male and female doctors with collaboration of the Ministry of Public Health
(MoPH), Ministry of Higher Education (MoHE), World Health Organization (WHO), gtz &
DAAD in Kabul and Mazar-i-Sharif.

Through this program about (22-29) doctors are being trained in Ultrasonography in each
course.

From 22 of October 2002 up to end of the year 2008 about seven sessions of the above
courses were conducted in capital (Kabul city) and northern city of the Mazar-i-Sharif for
doctors of different hospitals of the capital and several provinces.

All the mentioned doctors were trained in basic principles of the ultrasound and essentials of
abdominal and pelvic scanning and relevant health problems by different teaching materials
& practical exercises.

As it is known a good reputation of the above mentioned trainings have been observed
through out the country.

It should be mentioned that during training sessions we have been enabled to check and
diagnose several complicated referral cases from different hospitals by Ultrasound.
